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Vivek Deshpande, Kimley-Horn & Associates: Have you run into any problems with cooperation between various jurisdictions? For example, a City being able to post traveler information on a state DOT DMS sign.

Richard Nordon, WSDOT: Why isn’t the savings in fuel mentioned as a benefit and the reduction in pollution?

Tracy Scriba: You mentioned specific hours when the 394 HOT lanes are used in each direction during peak times. How are the lanes used the rest of the time?

FTA Region 10: What is the estimated loss of FTA $ with HOV to HOT lane conversion?

Roy Sumner: Are the UK results a consequence of their automatic enforcement processes?  Will these be emulated in the US?

David Ungemah, Texas Transportation Institute: Are the WSDOT speed harmonization costs inclusive of other ATM elements, or discrete to speed harominzation?

ManWo Ng University of Texas at Austin: In speed harmonization, how are optimal advisory speed limits determined?

Emiliano Lopez: How will MnDOT/WSDOT capture the projected benefits and savings to validate the presented investments?  Will this information be shared with the public?

Jim Hunt - FHWA PA: For the pricing elements in both States, what entity manages the toll administration function? Is this handled by a new unit within the State DOT and / or incorporated under operations / traffic management?
