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UDOT Traffic Operation Center: For VDOT - Did you get much public feedback on the effectiveness of the 511 messages? Did you have a spike in call volume around the event date?

UDOT Traffic Operation Center: For Steve Cyra - Did WisDOT groups organize as their own ICS (Incident Commander), or did they break up as sub units/resources to a larger State Level ICS Structure?  Was there one IC, or was this a multiple IC/UC?

City of Vancouver: For Cyra: Was the Google map used for internal purposes or open to the general public?

UDOT Traffic Operation Center: Thanks for the answer...we see similar spikes, but do not hear back too much about if it was helpful or not.

UDOT Traffic Operation Center: Steve - Thanks for that insight, we are struggling to apply the ICS/NIMS vocabulary internal at UDOT, but we are trying to get there.

UDOT Traffic Operation Center: One final note for the record, the Salt Lake Torch Relay was not specifically run by the SLOC.  The event organizers had to draw separate permits and request road closures that we did not anticipate...this was happening just a few weeks before the event and put UDOT and SLC in a difficult situation in the downtown area. They had to get a consultant on board, quickly, to draw up traffic control plans for that event, and we had to approve/agree to what that wanted to do.
