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Robert Trachy, VDOT: 
511.313 references that “States shall collaborate with local or regional agencies using existing coordination methods.” What does this mean? We want to make sure we coordinate as needed but not in excess of the requirements.

Robert Trachy, VDOT: 
Does the 85% accuracy for travel time data meet the requirements as stated even though INRIX utilizes historical data to reach 85% accuracy?

Robert Trachy, VDOT: 
In Virginia, we will only be collecting travel time data from 5 am to 10 pm, 7 days a week. How does that comply with the 90% rule?

511.307 says “The SPC <sic> funds, apportioned according to USC 505(a) may be applied to the development and implementation of a real-time information program.”  Does this mean that SPR funds can be used as well as STP, NHS and CMAQ? 

Stan Slavin: 
Where is this info to be sent? If we are already publishing this info to the web are we ok?  Does it need to be a single feed from each DOT or can each region/district provide their own reporting?

Patricia Broadbent, AC Transit: Thank you Stan.  I had same question.

Robert Trachy, VDOT: 
Refer to slide 9. Are all of the FHWA divisions going to ensure that the same quality and methodology to meet the requirements?

Guest:
 What is the basis to identify “Route of Significance” and who will be responsible for identifying these?

Stan Slavin: 


Can you please answer the CHAT questions first?

Peter Rafferty: 
Also related to Routes of Significance, the by-county Census MSA geographic coverage is somewhat arbitrary and may not align well with metro traffic operations.  Will FHWA allow some variance from the MSA boundary to better cover metro traffic?

Stan Slavin: 
So existing traveler information websites meet the criteria e.g. 511 w-sites, etc.? FHWA does not need a dedicated feed, e.g. XML?

Leslie: 
Is the weather required for hazardous conditions and road/lane closures or either/or?

Jim: 
Most incidents causing lane blockages are minor (less than 15 minutes).  What are the criteria for noting incident lane closures?

Stan Slavin: 
There are many third party/private Value Added Resellers that already provide this info and more.  Is it the goal to make sure the DOT is providing the "raw" data to ensure that the end user data (incidents, travel times, weather, etc.) gets “out there?”
Doug Tomlinson, PennDOT: What are the consequences of not meeting the requirements?

FHWA Alabama Division: 
Once the database is developed and maintained (only on a server somewhere that I can imagine), is the State to market the availability of the database to anyone?

Robert Trachy, VDOT: 
There are no forums for decision, distribution of funds or even a structure associated with MSA....it needs to be changed to MPO boundaries and MSA and MPO boundaries are not the same in VA.
Stan Slavin: 
There is a perceived conflict in the Rule:  “(4) Although information dissemination to the public is not within scope of this rule” – isn't the whole purpose of traveler information to get it out to the public?

Iowa DOT: 
For the weather reporting.... once a dangerous condition has been observed, you must report that w/ in 20 min. Then do you need to continue to report on that section of roadway every 20 min, or just 20 min after it has become safe?

Stan Slavin: 
How do we prove we are compliant?  Just send a list of web links that publish the data?
