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Bill Legg: Can you define ''real-time'' as it relates to this docket?

Phil Winters, CUTR: What about public transportation?

Sarath Joshua: How are the states and metro regions supposed to pay for all this?

Bob Koeberlein: How will the state's compliance be measured?  How much data needs to be archived?

Ali 2: Why is Reduction in Crash Rate' considered qualitative as opposed to quantitative?

Sarath Joshua: Current rules for CMAQ will only allow us to use CMAQ for 3 yrs.  Is there an exception for this info service? 

Phil Winters, CUTR: does proposed rule address ownership of data/access to data so we can meet timeliness requirements in a cost-effective way?

Ali 2: the ''crash rate'' was on your matrix on pg 13 of the slide show

Nick Pakulla, Telvent: I understand that this is technology neutral, however on slide 6 regarding “timeliness of delivery,” is “timeliness of delivery” referring to any specific delivery method to travelers or to the DOT? – i.e.: is a DMS message activation “enough” or are there requirements for a more accessible delivery method to travelers 

Mark S Bush: With regards to funding as mentioned, that those initiatives to be in compliance with the Rule can be eligible under NHS, STP and CMAQ funds, but once the NPRM becomes effective, we will most likely be under a new bill replacing SAFETEA-LU and with new category of funds?  Can you expand how this will be addressed?

Sarath Joshua: Which agency will oversee this effort? 

Erik Gaarder: Can you expand on how accuracy requirements for traffic conditions (weather, etc.) should be calculated.

L Burgess Kimley-Horn 2: Has law enforcement or public safety provided input, particularly regarding the parameters for incident data?

Denise Inda, NDOT: With respect to reporting weather conditions, are there any specifics on what must be reported?  For example, NV does not report road conditions (snow covered, packed snow, ice, etc.  We just report whether or not chains are required.  Is this adequate?

Steve Kuciemba, PB: can you expand on the ''definition'' of non-interstate highways or at least point to where in the NPRM further definition might be provided?

Willy Sorenson/Iowa DOT: So the Roadway weather observations requirement has nothing to do with the ''condition'' of the roadway (i.e. snow covered/ Ice covered/ clear)

Sarath Joshua: Would 10min traffic updates from a FM radio station meet the requirement?  

Barb Blue, KDOT: KDOT: Where do we get a copy of the metropolitan supplemental report James referenced?

Erik Gaarder: Can you clarify what it means for an event to be observed.  Is there any clarification on the need to verify and confirm an event before disseminating?
Phil Winters, CUTR: what is meant by ''85% accurate''? 

Phil Winters, CUTR: is it positional error or content or whether an event happened
Jo Ann Oerter, NCDOT: You and Bob both stated that the clock begins ticking when the event is noticed.  In most states, especially the rural states, that first agency is Law Enforcement that gets the initial “word” that there’s an event.  So I would think that we would want to involve Law Enforcement more in this rule making and get their comments since in the end, we as DOT’s will be having to integrate more with their systems.

Noah Jenkin: would video accompanying the incident data be beneficial?  This would be real time of course.  Or video backing up the incident?
