In Stockholm, what tool/software do they use to analyze the air quality impact?

Bern Grush: 
In your report, are you including the guidance of the International Working Group on Data Privacy in Telecommunications? The Sofia Memorandum suggests 4 ''rules'' to protect driver privacy

Bronwyn Guthrie: 
In your reference to ''rapid implementation'' and associated issues, how long was the implementation?
Tom Higgins: 
Maybe supportive champions potentially helpful but not foolproof for successful proposals - contrast champion results in London vs. NY right?

Bronwyn Guthrie: 
Netherlands is saying operating costs should be 5% of revenue , that is dramatically less than the Op cost % we are used to for tolling,  is this thought possible just because the eventual project will be ''whole of country'?'

Bern Grush: 
Are you considering some of the voluntary approaches that are possible to get started (to reduce fairness and privacy fears? At least one was trialed in NL. It involved rewards for not using a car (one reward per day not used).

Bern Grush: 
At the present time it only feasible to meet the NL 5% requirement in the US if the fee collected was far higher than the current fuel tax (assumed unacceptable).  It can also be achieved if other services are also provided such as PAYD insurance, etc. Note that NL fuel tax is ~7x US rate.

Bern Grush: 
The reason for cameras in Stockholm is due to tax law requirement for evidence, not excellence of LPR.  DSRC makes fewer errors.  The vendor worked very hard to improve LPR, which it managed to do. This was a case of legal constraint over technology.

Mayer Horn: 

Any discussion of charging for duration in congested zone?

Bern Grush: 
The European Electronic Tolling Service (standards) (EETS) is critical to EU long-range program thinking, but not mentioned in your report.  This kind of standard will be critical in US (it may differ, but is still needed, to manage inter-state payments.)

Mark Schneider: 
What were the findings regarding individual behavior in response to differential congestion pricing schemes?  Are these studies in the public domain?

DKS Associates: 
For the systems that have been operating for a while is there any evidence that drivers become less sensitive to the toll?  Do the demand management benefits diminish over time? 

DKS Associates: 
Were any of the systems reviewed monitoring traffic flow and pricing dynamically?

Paolo Pezzotta: 
Will the selected cities that you describe maintain traffic levels at some prescribed level, e.g., at 15% below 2007 levels, via increasing toll rates as population, incomes, vehicle fleet size, etc. increases over time?

Chris Body (presenters): You mentioned some value added adds in the Netherlands for the congestion pricing units.  What apps have they discussed?

Any of these systems paid fully through generated revenue?

Paolo Pezzotta: 
What role does the existence of a transit system or is its depth or coverage play in making for a successful implementation of road pricing in these cities? If this is a critical precondition for success, is there a system design that one can specify as a precondition for pricing roads?

Ram Kandarpa: 
Are there any observations from the scan to say ''ah they can do it because...but we can't do it here in the US because of....''

Ken Buckeye: 
Are these nations discussing international interoperability?

Sally Longjam: 
Were you able to get more insight on how the Government in each of these scan sites feel about the private sector involvement to reduce operation cost? Any specific reservations against this observed during the scan?

Mayer Horn: 

Any discussion of guarantee of no congestion?

Sarah Dammen: 
Did the scan uncover any findings regarding changes in land use or location choices?

Devesh Mody: 
How is pricing policy governed in terms of capital recovery threshold? In other words, what happens when tolls have paid for the capital cost (other than ongoing operational costs)?
