Phil Winters: Do transportation professionals in Europe actively promote compressed work week and telework options as ways to manage demand?

James Schultz, Michigan DOT: unfortunately in the USA it seems the Choices are either; drive your car or not travel at all?

Wally Blain: Is the level of participation in travel surveys and diaries in European Counties comparable to those in the U.S?
