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Dan Eder: Would FTA count HOT lanes as fixed guide way miles ONLY if FTA funding was used to create the HOV lanes in first place?
Alice Bravo: When will guidance be available from FTA? 
Lisa Peterson/Jim Udvardy: Do you allow low-emission/hybrid vehicles to ride for free in the HOT Lane? 
Daniel Son: Do you have any reason to keep 50 mph speed instead of 45 mph? 
Dan Eder: Without a barrier, does MnPass find that the HOT lane speeds are affected by slowing speeds of adjacent GP lanes?

Ramkumar Venkatanarayana: For enforcement, is the "high occupancy" in each vehicle verified manually? How does the enforcement affect the traffic speeds?

Scott Kuznicki: Question from Brent Baker in the Seattle Office of PB:  Please elaborate as to how and why the read/write capability of the transponder tag was important for enforcement reasons on a non-barrier separated HOT lane, as opposed to a read-only tag.  Thanks.

Lisa Peterson/Jim Udvardy: Without a barrier, do you find misuse of the HOT Lanes by SOV's that can go in and out of the lane?

glen zukauskas: What about the TMC?  TDOT 
Mike Pietrzyk: what has been the rate of violations on MnPass I-394 
Hetherington: Can you give any examples of the outreach and education being done for the MNPass lanes? 
Kawkeb Said: Has issues related to safety been considered when General purpose lanes are very slow while HOT lanes are at higher speed, and drivers are trying to access the HOT lanes?

Gregg Letts: What are the operational impacts to the HOT lanes during an incident in which GU lanes are closed for incident response?  Are the HOT lanes used for emergency flow; and if so, how do you manage the subsequent rise in "false" violations for that time period?

Lisa Peterson/Jim Udvardy: If an SOV pays tolls on the lane and a major accident occurs in the HOT Lane which reduces travel speed to a crawl, is the tolling continued, turned-off or refunded?

Scott Kuznicki: Did you see corresponding decreases in traffic volumes on I-694, Hwy 55, Hwy 7, and Hwy 62/Crosstown? 
Lisa Peterson/Jim Udvardy: What is the violation cost for offenders? 
Kawkeb Said: $1 toll rate ? is that per mile? 
katie driscoll: how do hov users avoid the fee if they also own a MN pass transmitter for when they are not a HOV 
Alexander Mirsakov: What is the share of HOV vs. SOV during the Peak Hour? 
Scott Kuznicki: Did the automated data collection system collect information on parallel arterial routes in conjunction with the traffic signal systems?

Kawkeb Said: what is the difference between the initial Traffic and Revenue analysis and what is happening currently in the Field?

Eric Toffin: Is there an incident detection system on the HOT lane(s)? How critical do you think this is? 
Kawkeb Said: has vehicle occupancy increased on the HOT lanes?

Gregg Letts: How is the "use any lane" system enforced? 
Lisa Peterson/Jim Udvardy: DO you register your carpools for distribution of the transponders and are they provided free of cost?

mark woodbury: The fact that a violator can be charged a fine for BOTH an HOV violation AND and an ETC violation for the same incident seems like double jeopardy.  Can you provide a link to your legislative statute?

Frank DeLuca / HW Lochner: In Colorado, or elsewhere, in addition to the $$$fine, are points assessed against the driver's license as a moving violation?

Mike Pietrzyk: please describe the details of the "toll collection zone" within/along the I-25 Express Lanes corridor 
Dan Eder: Assume from presentation that speeds are being maintained.  If/when speed falls below acceptable threshold will agency raise dynamic tolls or change to 3+ carpools?  Why?

Frank Quon: In regards to the occupancy counts in Minnesota and Colorado, how often were they collected and was it taken at one or more locations?

katie driscoll: is there a way to compare violations in barrier separated versus double line seperated 
sasanka: hi this is Sasanka from C&M Associates 
Scott Kuznicki: That service guarantee is fantastic.  It really points to a new attitude in providing customer service to the motoring public.

Texas Transportation Institute: Greg, can you clarify the federal law concerning hybrids 
Roger Herz: did i hear federal law req hybrids free? 
Barrie Boisseau: Our research shows no current technologies are viable for measurement of vehicle occupancy. Is there federal research underway to solve this issue?
