Leon Goodman: Congestion Pricing needs to be experienced, to ''sell'' it. Can there be funding for officials to travel to successful applications?

Texas Division: How are revenues from congestion pricing and tolls shown within the MPO and WDOT's financial plan for the STIP and TIP?

P Haliburton: Matt Kitchen: Can you give an estimate of the split in investment ($) between transit and hwy improvements for the 5 Alts?

robert maestre: BCA doesn't consider the tolls themselves, the actual cash paid... where do you discuss the negatives to the local economy resulting from less spendable money in the pockets of thousands of families?

Andy Pickard: How well accepted among your localities is your project evaluation methodology?  Are details of it available on the PSRC website?

James Jarzab 2: Historically there has been a considerable amount of concern re: economic incidence (i.e. who pays and who benefits).  An assessment was alluded to in the second presentation.  Can we get any insight into most appropriate use of toll revenue to maximize economic development, job creation, etc.?

Kenneth Buckeye: Matt, what has been the public reaction toward region-wide tolling concepts?

Steve Pyburn: In the DFW area, what other measures are being implemented to manage congestion (i.e. transit, demand management, etc.)?

Joe Rouse, Caltrans: Question for Mr. MacGregor - are any other urban areas in Texas looking at a similar Managed Lane policy for their region? It looks like a good model.

Jacob Snow (presenters): What type of employer incentives are you looking at?

Wilbur Smith Lisle: Can you comment on how transit fits into value pricing?
asia spilotros: I was wondering whether there is any study on how cordon pricing could affects businesses location decisions and eventually favorite agglomeration tendencies within the cordon area or else.
Andy Pickard: I recently traveled in Chicago and the I-pass lanes had much greater backups than the few cash lanes.  Is this a common problem as use of the ''open road tolling'' technology reaches a greater portion of the users?

Wilbur Smith Lisle: Has anyone been able to demonstrate that converting an existing General Purpose Lane to a Managed Lane performs better than operating all lanes as General Purpose Lanes?

Cissy: could Matthew discuss how PSRC quantified the benefits associated with ''improved reliability''?

John El Khoury: At the beginning of Mr. Fellows presentation, there was discussion about a study to assess driver behavior in response to tolls... is the study available? If yes, where can we get a copy?

Kevin Condon (presenters): Has analysis been done of the impact of various vehicle mileage tax proposals would have on tolling policy if any at all? Does VMT make any aspects of tolling redundant, for example?

Dat Huynh: Has there been any application of tolling BRT excess capacity?
Cissy: Point of clarification: The IPASS lanes discussed in the question is Express toll lanes at toll plazas, not managed lanes. Problem is one of transition toward full open road tolling in the future.

Andy Pickard: additional note re Chicago:  these aren't HOT lanes; but you do pay twice as much for cash as you do if you have an IPass.  This wasn't seen at all locations but most definitely was present during the afternoon peak at the location I was at (I-90 westbound by airport on a Friday afternoon).

David Reinke: We're currently working on SHRP 2 L03 on modeling reliability. Reliability measures include 95th percentile time compared to average time, misery index (travel time for worst 5% compared to average time), etc. Report should be out this fall.
