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John Patrick: What is a comparable place in the US?
Franco Saraceno, Gannett Fleming: Any research on the cost of gasoline as a benchmark to make London/Stockholm model politically feasible?

Richard Brancato, Coalition of Northeaster Governors: How did the Swedes finance the "preparatory" improvements prior to their pilot?

Jay Nuttall, Ontario Ministry of Transportation: Was European experience with privacy concerns and electronic/camera tolling different than might have been  expected from US/North American experiences? 

Joel Weber, LFUCG: How are the local economies impacted by the reduction in traffic volumes? The government is gaining funds, but are the business paying the price for this congestion pricing technique?

Ruth Reiman: Are there any negative impacts on safety when speeds are increased and ped levels are up in cordon areas?

UDOT: Is there any technology out there to determine if vehicle has single vs. multiple passanger when they try to access into London?

UDOT: Is there any impact on pricing?

Phil Winters: What would Europeans learn from the US regarding managing travel demand?

john patrick: Is there a congestion pricing during weekends?
Yonel Grant: What are the French doing about congestion pricing?

Jay Nuttall, Ontario Ministry of Transportation: Both Stockholm and London seem to be government sponsored/run approaches; any thoughts towards shifting controls to more pivate sector control (e.g., Italy, France have major private tolling companies for non-urban highways)?

Eric Heesacker, Rogue Valley Council of Governments: Maybe I missed this, but what are statistics showing regarding pricing and its impact on air quality: anything significant?

UDOT: Europe uses a lot of mixed-use zoning (residences over shops). How are we using that, here in the US, to help mitigate traffic demand by shortening/eliminating vehicle trips?

Phil Winters: What is the extent of EU investment and coordination in all aspects of demand management versus US?
