Is the purpose of the ped and bike crossing sign simply to warn road traffic of a crossing for both modes, rather than conveying any requirement to yield?

NDDOT Group: 
Does FHWA have a response to the opposition to the new wording in section 1A.09 regarding ''engineering judgment''?

Section 2E - overhead signing for optional lanes - over a 4+lane highway, these signs would be massive.  Have any sign manufacturers been contacted to see if it is feasible to make signs these large?  What about considerations for installing signs during construction?  And are there support structures strong enough to hold them?

Rory Santana: 
How do we sign toll by plate?

Larry Hagen (presenters): For the toll plaza signing, in Florida, the exact change lanes can also give receipts. You said the legends are mandatory. We cannot add receipts into the coin lane signs?

Jim Shanley: 
I have a question regarding the pavement markings for a lane reduction.  If I am reading the Manual correctly I believe that section 3B.09 states that pavement markings as shown in figure 3B-14 shall be used in a lane-reduction situation.  Figure 3B-14 has lane-reduction arrow markings for speeds greater than 45mph.  Section 3B.20 paragraph 34 on the other hand states that lane-reduction arrows should be used at speeds over 45 mph.  Is the use of the lane-reduction arrow pavement markings then a shall condition or a should condition?

Walter: 
Is the interim approval of Clearview typeface over the FHWA being re-evaluated?  I know of many highway professionals and road users who have questioned the legibility of the Clearview typeface and its purported marginal benefits.
