Jeff Main: Has any effort been made to implement a series of national communications frequencies to be used for TIM? To go along with that, a push for normal talk on radio instead of Q or 10 signal use?

Ken Sowers: What role do you see TIM in the Efficient Movement of Goods?

Jeff Main: Has there been any thought to include all responders, including Law Enforcement, Fire, EMS, Towing, DOT Maint? 

Mark Kirouac - NHDOT: Are you aware of any state case law that supports use of photogrammetry techniques on felony cases in lieu of total station for accident reconstruction. Photogrammetry requires less time on site to document that total station.

Jack Sullivan, Emergency Responder Safety Institute: Funding for training public safety personnel on traffic incident management is scarce. Are there any Federal or state grant or other funding resources you can suggest for training first responders in police, fire and EMS? 

Jeff Main: Adding to my last question, to include all of these in the communications effort?

Ken Sowers: Have there been in talks about using advance technology to notify drivers of traffic incident to avoid those lost hours drivers spend a year in traffic?

Tom Jacobs: Is there a specific effort/push to have States "adopt" the NUG?  If so, in what sense (e.g., formal policy resolution, legislation, etc.)?

Jimi Mitchell: Are you aware of any of the specific additions that are in consideration for inclusion in Ch. 6 of the MUTCD (Temp. IM / MOT)?

bburk: In my region we have discussed using TIM performance measures, however none of the partners have an existing system to collect the data. It seems difficult to convince one stakeholder or another to invest in modifying the existing system. How can we overcome this barrier?

Gossett 2:Jerry Gossett- TRAG-Georgia: Size and Weight issues are prominent across the states on the East coast with regard to the Newer Heavier Equipment used for quick clearance-- What is Federal Highway planning if anything to get the States to back off on Weight Enforcement especially on the Interstate system??

Jim Hunt - FHWA- PA: Is there any guidance on how to institutionalize TIM in a State DOT? Dedicated personnel? Skill sets? Resource sharing with State Police? Where should it fit Operations? Safety? ITS Division, etc.?

Martin Calawa: In regards to the overweight towers, it is my understanding that there is little that FHWA can do since there is no provisions in Federal Law to allow a waiver, therefore a permit is necessary
