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J : Can you advise if the narrower lanes for the GP lanes has resulted in any safety or maintenance concerns?

Joe Rouse: I understand these access points were lengthened from 1000 feet to 1500 ft?

Joe Rouse: Caltrans does use these types of access points.

Roberto Macias: what is your violation rate?

Dowling Sacramento: can you repeat the hours of operation of the HOT lane

Monica Kress, Caltrans: What is the violation rate of vehicles crossing in/out between readers?

james camarillo: During peak hours, any discounts provided for 3+ riders?

Peggy Catlin: Have you noticed any impact to congestion in the GP lanes?

Monica Kress, Caltrans: Do you use revenue to pay for enforcement separately?

David Lowe: Is there a concern that HOV/transit use will eventually take over and affect toll revenue?

Roberto Macias: Some drivers may be SOV one day and HOV another, how do you disable the sticker tag when traveling as HOV?  

J : Have there been impacts on number of transit users in corridor?

David Lowe: was a separate corridor measured to compare changes is regional traffic?

Ellen Partridge: Do you have an expectation about when you will reach capacity of the HOT lanes?

Charles Robbins (presenters): Are the average daily traffic volumes for both directions?

Jesse Glazer (SoCal): How do you measure speed & travel time?  (Toll tags? Loops?)  Any problems?

Chris: What is the current cost to collect and what is included in this cost?

Monica Kress, Caltrans: Is it safe to assume this HOV lane was above 45mph 90% of time before the HOT implementation?

DS Associates: how often are the rates adjusted or updated?

Lin Zhang: For the rate adjustment, do you have a system predicting (or nowcasting) what would happen in the near future and then adjust rates accordingly to prevent potential system breakdown?

james camarillo: Of the Chevy and Ford tolled vehicles, how many were gov't vehicles?

Audrey Moruza: What are the five most frequently busted vehicles in the HOT lanes? Just kidding

Erik: What are the account terms? Pre-paid? Auto-replenished? 

Lin Zhang: Is the revenue enough to cover cost (capital and operations)?

Steve P: In the location without an access point, have you considered continuous access in that location, if it is possible to do so?

David Kinnecom: Do you open the HOT lane to ll traffic if you have a very severe incident that blocks the GP lanes, but not the HOT lane ? Do you have different protocol for managing incidents on SR 67?

Steve P: Were transit operators consulted during the planning/design phases?

Kevin Allen: How tightly does the HOT lane management integrate with other ITS/TMC operations (incident management, travel times, etc)?

Jesse Glazer (SoCal): Have there been any problems with the toll algorithm being slow to respond to heavy volumes and allowing breakdown on HOT lane?

Audrey Moruza: I second the question on how a vehicle that travels HOT one day and HOV another is NOT billed on HOV days.

Dan Baker (presenters): Is there concern that the switchable tags will not provide the simple visual keys that the state patrol currently uses and they will have to rely more on the beacons?  

Joe Rouse: they shield the transponder

Audrey Moruza: Thanks

6015604: can you provide the percentage of HOV/transit vs. toll paying vehicles?

Peter Javsicas: Have there been many accidents at access- exit points?

james camarillo: Through this corridor, how many ingress/egress sections are there? if any?

Rory Santana: Back to slide 11 do you have similar numbers to compare the distribution in the general purpose lanes or the fully facility?

6015604: were there any concerns from HOV users with allowing HOT traffic in ''their'' facility?

Srinivas Goundla: what is the truck traffic percentage on the facility? Are the trucks allowed in the HOT lanes?

David Lowe: has the traffic improved simply because of overall economic conditions?

Hardik Shah: How wide are the inside and outside shoulders along the corridor after reducing the GP lane width to 11'?

Audrey Moruza: I thought you said you had excess capacity on this facility before the conversion of HOV to HOT lanes--yet you have a textbook-beautiful empirical Speed-Flow chart.  What density occurred at the turn back point for the GP lanes? Is this the fault of the HOT option in any way?

Tim Byrne, PB: Will HOV traffic ever reach capacity thus reducing ability to generate revenue? What is proportion of HOV/HOT?

james camarillo: Has the LOS in the GP lanes decreased or was expected because of the HOT lanes?
