Ed Boselly: MDSS = Maintenance Decision Support System

Adam Bradford  ODOT: Are sub-surface pavement sensors critical to MDSS?  How efficient can MDSS operate without the assistance of these sensors for pavement forecasts? 

Paul Schwartz, NYCDOT: Likewise, can air and pavement temperatures be manually entered into the MDSS for dynamic recommendations?

Dave Carothers Township of Hamilton: Does the MDSS software provide a mechanism to also track and monitor resource deployment?

Dave Carothers Township of Hamilton: For example salt trucks and plows

William Mahoney, NCAR: The subsurface probe data improves the predictions. Without those data, the subsurface road temperatures are estimated from nearby sensors or from historical estimates.

William Mahoney, NCAR: The Federal MDSS does allow one to track trucks that have AVL data available, but it does not contain a database of each truck's characteristics.

quon.kwan: What does Claurs stand for or what is the significance of the name, Clarus?
